MATH TUTORING
Cereal Game for Counting

Materials: Connecting Cubes (2 bags of one color, 2 bags of a different color) / 1 Red
bowl / Number Cards (1-30) / Number Line (1-30)

Purpose: Student practices counting to tell how many.

PartI: Add One More
Tell student,

“"Pretend these cubes are pieces of cereal and the bowl is your cereal bowl.
Pick a Number Card and put that many pieces of cereal in the cereal bowl.”

Put the Number Card visibly next to the bowl, as a label.
Add one cube to the bowl while saying,
“If I add one more piece of cereal, how much cereal will we have?”

If student knows the new total without recounting, repeat activity with additional Number
Cards.

If student does not know the new total and/or guesses the wrong number, have student count
the cubes in the bowl to figure out the answer and explore the Number Line as a way to help
predict the answer as shown below.
Show student the Number Line and say,
“The Number Line can help you see what happened when we add or take away
a piece of cereal. Point to the number that matches how many pieces we had
at first and then how many we had after I added one more.”

Talk about the fact that one number follows the other.

Repeat activity using a variety of Number Cards, encouraging student to use the Number Line
as a resource if needed.

Part II: Take one away

Tell student:

“"We are going to play the same game, but this time I will take one cube away.
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Pick a number card to get us started.”

After student picks a card and fills his/her bowl with cubes to match the number, take away
one cube while saying:

“If I take away one piece of cereal, how much cereal will we have?”

If student knows the new total without recounting, repeat activity using a variety of Number
Cards.

If student does not know the new total and/or guesses the wrong number, refer to the
Number Line and help student as described above.

Repeat activity using a variety of Number Cards.
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Contando cereal en casa

Materiales: 30 pedazos de cereal / 1 vaso rojo / Tarjetas de numero (1-30) / linea
numeérica (1-30) / *sugerido lavarse las manos antes de jugar si desea consumir el cereal

Propésito: El alumno practica contar para decir cuantos.

Parte I: agrega uno mas

Dile a estudiante, “Elija una tarjeta de nimero y ponga tantos pedazos de cereal en el
vaso.”

Coloque la tarjeta numérica visiblemente al lado del vaso, como una etiqueta.

Agregue un pedazo al vaso y dile, "Si agrego un pedazo mas de cereal, écuanto cereal
tendremos?"

Si el estudiante conoce el nuevo total sin contar, repita la actividad con tarjetas de nimeros
adicionales.

Si el alumno no conoce el nuevo total y/o adivina el nUmero incorrecto, pidale que cuente los
cubos en el vaso para encontrar la respuesta. Hable sobre el hecho de que un nimero
siempre sigue al otro.

Repita la actividad usando una variedad de tarjetas de numeros, alentando al estudiante a
usar la linea numérica como un recurso si es necesario.

Parte II: llévate uno

Dile a estudiante, “Vamos a jugar el mismo juego, pero esta vez me llevaré un pedazo.
Elija una tarjeta de nimero para comenzar.”

Después de que el estudiante toma una tarjeta y llena su vaso con cereal para que coincida
con el niumero, retire uno mientras dice, "Si quito un pedazo de cereal, écuanto
tendremos?"

Si el estudiante conoce el nuevo total sin contar, repita con tarjetas de cantidades mas
grandes.

Si el alumno no conoce el nuevo total y/o adivina el nUmero incorrecto, consulte la linea
numérica y ayude al alumno como se describié anteriormente.

Repita la actividad usando una variedad de tarjetas de niumeros.
